e Household Appliances, Furniture and Live Christmas Trees:

Acceptable Heavy Trash Items: Up to 2 Appliances or Bulk Items Each Heavy Trash Collection Day

o Refrigerators must have Freon drained and be tagged accordingly by a certified technician.

o Hot water heaters must be drained.

e Grills must be emptied of ash or briquettes. No propane tanks will be accepted.

YARD WASTE: Up to 6 Bags or Bundles of Yard Waste — Every Other Tuesday

Brush and tree trimmings cut in lengths not to exceed 4 feet, branches no greater than 2 inches in diameter,
securely tied in bundles, and not to exceed 35 Ibs.

All grass clippings and leaves must be bagged not to exceed 35 Ibs.

RECYCLING COLLECTION: With 95 gallon recycling cart — Every Other Week on Friday - Curbside
